North Carrick Community Benefit is a community-based company (No: SC480121) with charitable
recognition (No: SC045947). It has been distributing funds from Scottish Power Renewables’
Dersalloch windfarm since 2015. The company focuses on the roughly 9,500 people living in the 5
community council areas in North Carrick: Crosshill, Straiton and Kirkmichael as 1, Kirkoswald,
Maidens and Turnberry as 1, and then Dunure and Minishant and Maybole as the other 3 areas.

NCCBC is a membership organisation with membership open to anyone who lives in the area. It has
around £300,000 available to spend on improvements in North Carrick each year.

Applications can be submitted by any constituted group that delivers benefits for people in North
Carrick. Applications will be considered where they deliver new and innovative projects which
promote one or more of the following priorities:

Carrick Futures supports community projects in Carrick, South Ayrshire.

The fund supports projects primarily located within or directly benefiting one or more of the six
community council areas of Ballantrae, Colmonell & Lendalfoot, Barr, Barrhill, Pinmore & Pinwherry
and Girvan & District.

Some funds are also available for projects located within or directly benefiting the wider Carrick
area. Priority will be given to applications which also benefit one or more of the main beneficiary
communities listed above.

What Can Carrick Futures Fund?

Carrick Futures can support charitable activities that support the rural regeneration and
sustainability of Ballantrae, Colmonell & Lendalfoot, Barr, Barrhill, Pinmore & Pinwherry, Girvan &
District and Carrick.

Awards can support a wide range of costs and activities.
The Board has agreed four strategic aims, which it will use to prioritise proposed projects. These are:

e Improving access to services (in particular public transport)

e Enabling a diverse and sustainable population mix (services for young people and older
people, but also activities that help create opportunities for families and working age people
to live in the area).

e Improving equality of opportunity (including tackling poverty and disadvantage).

e Contributing to a climate smarter world with sustainability at its core

e The proposal is for projects or activities consistent with the charitable purposes of Carrick

This Fund is provided by the British Business Bank. The British Business Bank is responsible for
administering the Nations and Regions Investment Funds on behalf of the UK Government. The Bank
is establishing investment funds in areas not currently served by the Bank’s existing regional funding
programme before launching follow-on investment funds in existing fund areas.

Objectives of Fund
The British Business Bank is set to launch a £150 million investment fund in summer 2023, aimed at
driving the growth of small and medium-sized businesses in Scotland.
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The Investment Fund for Scotland is one of a series of Nations and Regions Investment Funds being
launched by the British Business Bank which will deliver a £1.6 billion commitment of new funding to
smaller businesses across the UK.

The scheme will have a demonstrable presence across Scotland, linking up with the existing small
business finance ecosystem to increase reach and create an impact by helping to boost productivity,
innovation and jobs.

By increasing the supply and diversity of early-stage finance for smaller businesses in Scotland, it
aims to tackle an identified funding gap. Similar funds are planned for Wales, Northern Ireland and
the South West of England, along with follow-on funds for the Midlands and the North of England.

Value Notes
The £150 million for will offer a range of commercial finance options, with small loans from £25,000
and equity investment up to £5 million.

The Fund will operate across three tiers: smaller loans (£25,000-£100,000), debt (£100,000-£2

million) and equity (up to £5 million).

The Ballantrae Education and Training Fund is provided from the Ballantrae Community Fund (from
the Scottish Power Renewables Glen App Windfarm in South Ayrshire). The Fund is administered by
Foundation Scotland.

Support is available to residents in Ballantrae, South Ayrshire, to access training/education
opportunities to enter or retain employment.

Objectives of Fund

The aim of the Fund is to support residents of Ballantrae in South Ayrshire to retain employment or
to access training and education opportunities. This will improve opportunities and livelihoods of
those living in the area.

Residents of Ballantrae aged 18 years or older are eligible to apply but priority will be given to those
aged between 18 and 25 years old.

Any course undertaken locally (i.e. south and central Scotland) will be looked upon more favourably
than a course requiring the applicant to leave the area.

Apprentices can apply for costs that cannot be claimed back from their employer or any other
source.

Courses leading to formal or recognised qualifications will be favoured. However, other courses will
also be considered where the applicant can demonstrate how the skills and knowledge gained will
realistically support them in securing a job, retaining a job or in setting up their own business.

Restrictions
Funding is not available for the following:

e Retrospective funding.
e Training or equipment that the employer should provide.
e Support for residents outwith of the Ballantrae Community Council area.

Eligible Expenditure
Awards may cover costs directly related to attending the course/apprenticeship, including:

e Payments towards areas understood to be the exclusive responsibility of statutory
authorities.

e Activities that are likely to bring the fund, Foundation Scotland or the donor into disrepute.

e Activities that conflict with the interests of the funder.

e Projects which do not benefit the people of the designated local area.

A range of costs and activities including equipment costs, running costs for local groups, staff or
sessional worker costs, consultations, maintenance or refurbishment of community facilities are
available through the fund.

Capacity building grants are available to support the restoration, reopening or revitalising of
community theatres on the Theatres Trust’s Theatres at Risk Register.

Further details

Background

The Resilient Theatres: Resilient Communities Grant Programme has been launched by the Theatres
Trust to support theatres at risk. It is supported by the National Lottery Heritage Fund, the Swire
Charitable Trust and the Pilgrim Trust.

Objectives of Fund

The scheme aims to enrich the knowledge, skills and confidence of the cultural heritage sector, but
specifically communities considering or already taking over a theatre building, thereby reducing the
threat to at-risk theatres and leading to greater sector resilience.

This grants programme is for theatres on the trust's Theatres at Risk Register, and the community
and campaign groups that support them. Grants are to help groups to acquire the skills and
knowledge needed to restore and reopen these theatres. The fund will not support the capital works
themselves.

Value Notes
Grants of between £5,000 and £20,000 are available (although it is likely the majority of grant
awards will be up to £10,000).

Match Funding Restrictions
Match funding is not required; however, should a project cost exceed the Resilient Theatres:
Resilient Communities grant proof of partnership funding will be required.

Who Can Apply
To be eligible, Organisations must have UK charitable or not-for-profit legal structure to apply. Local
authorities are also eligible.

It is not necessary for recipients to own or lease the theatre building; however it is necessary to have
a specific ambition for the removal of the building from the Theatres at Risk Register through the
restoration/reopening of the venue. Permission from the owner to undertake the project is also
required, where necessary.

Restrictions
Capital works are not eligible.

Eligible Expenditure
The type of support that might be funded includes:

e Viability studies and options appraisals.

e Building condition surveys and structural reports.

e Business planning and fundraising strategies.

e Economic impact studies.

e Governance reviews.

e Heritage statements.

e Audience development plans.

e Archival research or collecting people's memories (oral history collection) or ephemera
related to the theatre.

Projects will be prioritised according to:

e The urgency of the project.

e Being'atrisk' (ie on the Theatres at Risk Register) and the extent to which the grant will make
a significant difference to promoting the better protection of the theatre - those that are
considered to have the most impact in realising a fundamental step towards removal of the
theatre from the Theatres at Risk Register will be prioritised.

e Being of heritage value, including whether the building is formally listed or locally listed.

e Beingin an area of economic deprivation.

e Of community value - demonstrating there is significant local support for the building.

e In danger of becoming at risk.

Applications will be accepted from teams of writers, directors and producers based in the UK to
support the production of higher-budget live action, short form film work.
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Restrictions
The following are not eligible for funding:

e Core costs for day-to-day running of a production company not associated with the film
project.

e Activity that is already specifically supported by another external source of funding.
e Costs incurred prior to an offer of funding from BFI.

Eligible Expenditure

The programme supports the production of scripted live action work or hybrid documentary
involving scripted or dramatised elements.

The funding is intended to cover all costs incurred to deliver a finished film with an intended length

of a maximum 25 minutes.

e Rooted in and accountable to their community.

e Hoping to achieve long-term change on the issues affecting their communities.

e Addressing injustice by building the power of their community. For example, through
community organising, campaigning, or democratic engagement.

e Lacking the resources to take their vision to the next level.

e Seeking to build connection and resist the politics of division.

Priority will be given to organisations led by people with lived experience of the injustice they are
trying to overcome.

Eligible Expenditure
Funding should be used to help groups win change through community organising, power-sharing,
campaigning and democratic engagement.

Background

Bauer Media operate radio and magazine brands in the UK and worldwide, and Cash for Kids is their
UK charity. The charity helps children and young people (up to 18 years old) affected by poverty,
neglect or those living with additional needs.

The new Cost of Living Grant scheme supports charities and professionals to provide support to
families most in need in their area.

Objectives of Fund
The aim of the new Cost of Living Grant is to provide emergency essentials to support the physical
and mental wellbeing of disadvantaged children in the UK.

Value Notes
A total fund of £1 million is available.
Grants are for £50 per child per household.

Match Funding Restrictions
Match funding is not required.

Who Can Apply
Professionals within a governing body (e.g. social services, GP, teacher, charity, community group
etc.) are eligible to apply on behalf of families in need.

Registered charities or community organisations must have a formal constitution or governance

document and safeguarding policy.

Restrictions
Families cannot apply directly to the Fund.
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The beneficiaries must not have been referred to the Cost-of-Living Fund by any other organisation
other than the applicant.

Eligible Expenditure
Costs such as food, clothing (including school uniform) and household energy are supported by the
grant but any other item or cost is considered if children's most basic needs are to be met.
